I. Welcome and Introductions:  Michelle White welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.  
II. Update on Teen Pregnancy Prevention Activities:  The latest TPPI updates were shared (see attached).
III. Funding Update:   The TPPI is receiving $46,000 from the United Way for January 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012 of the $90,055 requested.   Title V Abstinence Funding is returning to the health department beginning on March 1, 2011 for a 4.5 year period.  A subcommittee will be created under the TPPI for this grant.  The targeted age group will be 10-15 year olds. Michigan is received 1.7 million in PREP funding (Personal Responsibility and Education Program) and will be disbursed to locals through an RFP process in later 2011.  Feedback from the Office of Adolescent Health regarding the federal grants was distributed.  

The TPPI will have an intern, Jasmine Washington, from about mid-January through April 2011 for approximately 20 hours per week.
IV. Teen Advisory Council Report:  The group presented to the county-wide principal’s meeting in October in which Jessica Pattenaude from Lumen Christi shared with the TPPI.  The teens are getting very busy in the schools as a result.  Two assemblies are being planned at Columbia and East Jackson High Schools.  New posters are in the works as well.  Leadership teams are up and running at Northwest and Hanover Horton.  The group is working on a big event on February 26th.  
V. Update on Community Conversation:  Thirty-three people attended the Community Conversation hosted by the Michigan Coalition on Adolescent Sexual Health on November 9th, which was a huge success.  One idea that was shared was to reach the community with our message at sporting events.  Focusing more on healthy relationships and the emotional consequences of sex was also brought up at the event.  Notes will be shared after Thanksgiving from the event.
VI. Meeting Schedule for 2011:  The group discussed the meeting plans for 2011.  Rotating to different schools has been successful in some districts, but not in others.  The group preferred taking our message and presenting to other groups (i.e., school administrator meetings, county-wide meetings) and to return to having the bi-monthly TPPI meetings at the health department.  They will continue to be on Tuesday afternoons to accommodate school staff and teens.  See the attached schedule for 2011.
VII. Website Makeover:  The contract with our current web hosting site expired.  We are in the process of updating the TPPI website to make it more user friendly with faster uploading times for pictures.  The new website should be launched sometime in December.  In addition, we are switching to a cheaper hosting site.  Pete May suggested using Google Analytics to track which pages are being visited and other advanced features.  Jamie Horning is assisting Michelle in developing local stories of teen moms as a special feature on the website.  The idea came from the success of MTV’s 16 and Pregnant and to highlight some of our own local stories. 
VIII. Agency Sharing/Upcoming Events:  The Center for Family Health will be hosting a Talk Early Talk Often workshop in March 3, 2011 from 6-8 at Parkside.  They also have a new Community Outreach Specialist, Kathy Letts who can be reached at 784-9356.
Steve Sukta stated that he recently presented on the Most Teens Don’t campaign at the Michigan School Counselors Association meeting.  They would like to see this message go out nationally since it is so important to reach teens with this communication.  The Jackson County Substance Abuse Prevention Coalition received a federal grant for 4 years to continue to the campaign.

The state has developed an updated middle school HIV curriculum as part of the Michigan Model.  There are 10 lessons and there are abstinence only and abstinence plus versions available.  A training for local teachers will take place in February.
Jamie Horning reported that the Council for Child Abuse Prevention and Neglect is having an awareness window downtown.
