I. Welcome and Introductions:  Michelle White welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.  
II. Update on Teen Pregnancy Prevention Activities:  A proposal was submitted to the United Way for $90,055.  At the time of the meeting, we did not hear back on the federal grants.  Title V funding will be coming back to the health department and MDCH will receive PREP funding in 2011 that local communities could apply for through a competitive RFP.  The Moving Towards Solutions conference is October 14-15 in Plymouth.
III. Teen Advisory Council:  The group met twice a month in the summer.  A retreat took place in late August at the lake and additional training took place.  School leadership teams are in the works and a large project for the 2010-2011 school year is being planned.  They are presenting to the county-wide principal’s meeting in October.
IV. Release of Strategic Plan for 2010-2015:  Michelle distributed the updated Strategic Action Plan.  This will be officially released through a 211 blast once the website is updated.  The main goals are:  Build Community-Wide Infrastructure, Provide Educational Programs and Services for Teens, Expand and Strengthen School-Based Teen Pregnancy Prevention Programming, Prevent Repeat Pregnancies for Teen Parents, Address Disparities in Adolescent Risk  Behaviors, and Provide Parent Education.
V. Discussion on Community Conversation for November for MiCASH:  Ideas were generated for the opportunity the state has provided our community to hold a conversation around adolescent sexual health.  The date will be November 9th from 6-8 p.m.
VI. Most Teens Don’t Summary:  Steve Sukta presented a summary on the 2010 Most Teens Don’t campaign and the evaluation results, which were very positive.  The campaign is continuing through substance abuse prevention funding in 2010-2011.

VII. MiPHY 2010 Sexual Behavior Results:  Highlights from the MiPHY were shared which included:  72.0% of students have talked with a parent or other adults about expectations regarding sex; 41.1% have had sexual intercourse (26.9% 9th and 57.2% 11th); 11.6% have had sex with 4 or more people in lifetime (6.8% 9th and 17.0% 11th); 31.7% have had sex in the past 3 months; 21.8% have drank alcohol or used drugs before having sex in the past three months; 61.5% of sexually active students used a condom in the past three months; 24.7% used birth control pills in the past three months; 5.6% have ever been pregnant or gotten someone pregnant; 6.3% have been physically forced to have sex; 22.6% had a first partner 3 or more years older (29.1% 9th and 19.1% 11th).
VIII. Subcommittee Reports:
A. Advocacy:  An Advocacy committee meeting took place on 9/16 in which goals and objectives for the committee were reevaluated.
B. Parent and Community Education:  The committee has not met in quite some time and will reevaluate the future of funding programs after funding announcements are released.
IX. Agency Sharing/Upcoming Events:  The Center for Family Health will be hosting a Talk Early Talk Often workshop in March 3 from 6-8 at Parkside.  
There are House to House gatherings ongoing.  They are taking place at laundromats.  Each attendee will receive 2 free loads of laundry and a drawing for a gift card will take place at each gathering.

The Center for Family Health has a winter 2011 target date for opening the Jackson High Health Center.  It needs to be approved at the upcoming JPS Board meeting.

The state has developed an updated middle school HIV curriculum as part of the Michigan Model.  There are 10 lessons and there are abstinence only and abstinence plus versions available.
