I. Welcome and Introductions:  Michelle White welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.  

II. Update on Teen Pregnancy Prevention Activities:  The latest TPPI updates were shared.  The TPPI has an intern, Jasmine Washington, from January 27 through April 2011 for approximately 20 hours per week.

The Power of Me program was a new program in February that focused on body image and self esteem for girls ages 11-14 in Jackson.  The finale for the program included a communitywide fashion show with the program participants on 2/26.  The Teen Advisory Council held clothing drives in their respective schools for the girls in the program which was integral to the success of the program.  Twenty six girls participated in the program.  Seventy-five community members attended the event.

On 2/1, Northwest High School hosted a TPPI/sexual health awareness event against Jackson High.  There were interactive games and prizes available for teens and parents, along with a half time show around TPPI.  We also have 2 assemblies coming up at East Jackson on 3/24 and Columbia Central on 4/29. 

The Center for Family Health held a Talk Early Talk Often workshop in March 3, 2011 from 6-8 at Parkside in collaboration with the TPPI and Jackson Public Schools.  Twenty six parents attended.

III. Teen Advisory Council Report:  Brittany Rumler reported on behalf of the TAC.  The Power of Me program and the clothing drive was a very successful strategy for the group to promote the TPPI in their respective schools.  They have been providing Peer Education to Mr. Swihart’s classroom every two weeks at Parkside on Peer Pressure.  They presented on Healthy Relationships to a Big Brothers Big Sisters teen mentoring group.  They are also preparing for two upcoming I WISH assemblies at East Jackson High and Middle School and Columbia Central High School in March and in April.

IV. Abstinence Subcommittee:  Janelle Brown Buchler provided an update on the Abstinence funding and subcommittee that will be part of the TPPI.  Title V Abstinence Funding returned to the health department beginning on March 1, 2011 for a 4.5 year period.  A subcommittee will be created under the TPPI for this grant.  The targeted age group will be 10-15 year olds.  The funding will be used to target 6th graders at Jackson Public Schools and for the GET REAL Summer Program.

V. Brainstorming for May – National Teen Pregnancy Prevention Month:  A discussion took place on strategies to promote the National Day in May.

VI. Ideas for PREP funding:  Michelle went over the basic guidelines for upcoming funding through the state titled Personal Responsibility and Education program.  The group agreed that they would like to pursue bring the Teen Outreach Program to Jackson.  

VII. Agency Sharing/Upcoming Community Events:  
The next Moving Towards Solutions statewide conference will be August 18-19 at the Park Place Hotel in Traverse City.
The Center for Family Health is preparing for their grand opening of the new facility in June 2011.  The Teen Health Center at Jackson High will open in April of 2011.
